Directions and steps to follow:

Part 1:  Research note taking:

· Choose a famous person from the Civil War Period (done in class).

· Find 2 or more resources to research information about your person.  Consider picture books, articles, hand-outs from your teacher you’ve received in class, internet resources and encyclopedias, etc.

· Take notes on your person.  Write down any interesting information that would be helpful in creating a replica of that person.  When you take notes, DO NOT use complete sentences.
· Find pictures of your person or the time period to become familiar with their dress/outfits.

Part 2:  Making a Paper Doll “Replica” of your person:

· Trace the paper doll shape of your choice on white tag board (done in class), and then cut it out at home (it travels better without cutting at school).
· Using colored paper, material scraps, felt, fabric, etc…..design the costume for your person that represents them.  

*Except for the face and hands, DO NOT color directly on the tag board doll!
· Remember to include your person’s face, hair, and possibly an object that was significant to that person, which could be attached to the doll.  

· Make the person’s outfit or costume as bright as possible, so that the colors stand out.

Final Directions:

· Make sure your name is on your notes and the back of your Paper doll “Replica.”

· Turn in your note sheet and doll to your teacher on the due date.
